What is the Camp Hebron

Association?

The Camp Hebron Association was estab-
lished in 1957 as a nonprofit corporation
with a mission to reach urban youth for
Christ. The ministry has grown and now
encompasses over 300 acres and 50+
buildings. Its many programs bless thou-
sands of guests each year.

The Association serves as the backbone
for the ministry of Camp Hebron. The
Association meets annually to elect offic-
ers, review financial statements, hear
how God is working through the pro-
grams, encourage the staff and fellowship
with other members.

The camp’s roots are in the Mennonite
Church. In 1998, membership in the
Association was expanded to include
people from the broader Christian com-
munity who love Camp Hebron’s ministry
and are willing to support its purpose
statement. (To continue the Anabaptist
heritage of Camp Hebron, elected board
members continue to be restricted to
those from MCC related churches.)

How can I become a member?

To become a Camp Hebron Association
member, please complete the attached
Association Membership Form and send it
to the camp office with the appropriate
fees. You will receive a membership packet
in a few weeks. (Membership fees are not
tax deductible.)

Two membership options are available:

1. Annual Membership
� Individuals may join for a fee of $50
per year.

� Couples may join for $75 a year.
Both spouses have voting rights in
the Association.

� Family memberships are available for
$100 per year. Family membership
gives both spouses full voting rights
and children under 18 nonvoting
benefits.

2. Lifetime Membership
� Individuals may join for life by paying
a one time fee of $1,000.

What benefits do I receive?

In addition to supporting a ministry that
is touching the lives of many people with
the love of Christ, You also have the
following benefits:

� You can vote on important issues and
help elect the Association’s Board
members at the annual members meet-
ing.

� You receive a free annual activity pass
which allows you to hike, picnic, swim,
boat, use the gym and go tubing during
regular public hours.

� You receive a 10% discount on available
lodging and meals (excludes camp pro-
grams and rental group participation).

� You receive regular updates on camp
activities and events.

     Camp Hebron’s summer programs mix
fun, recreation and spiritual growth. Activi-
ties include swimming, horseback riding,
canoeing, rock climbing, Bible study and
campfires.
